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The Final Hope Building Project Update

We did it! With the help of the Lord the members and friends at Hope built an addition One Brick at a
Time. The pledged monies have been right on target over the three years that the Building Expansion
Campaign program has been in effect. The program ended for the most part in 2009 as we have only
$2,500 in pledges outstanding for 2010. The 2010 pledge monies and any additional that may come in
will be used to reduce the loan principal. Hope families should take pride in their commitment to the
building addition and their dedicated support to their financial pledge. Even during the most difficult
financial times of 2008/2009 the pledge monies continued to arrive on a regular basis.

The Building Committee recently finalized the accounting for our completed addition. The new mort-
gage was executed with the Ohio District Lutheran Church Extension Fund in early January of 2010.
The numbers are as follows.

New Construction Design and Cost $502,000.00
Current Building Updates $ 47,150.00
Old Mortgage Payoff $ 21,450.00
Interest Only Payments in 2009/2010 $ 15,500.00
Emergency Reserve Fund $ 15,000.00
Total Cost $601,100.00
Pledged Monies Received $353,500.00
New Mortgage $247,500.00
Total $601,100.00

The new $247,500.00 30 year loan will have an interest rate of 6.272% fixed for the first 5 years. The
monthly principle and interest payments will be $1,533.24.

We have chosen to have a $15,000.00 Emergency Reserve Fund in place as we go forward into 2010.
This will allow us some flexibility as the church finances develop this coming year. This fund can go to
reduce the loan principal at any time.
